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The MI Student Voice: Parent/Guardian Perception Survey consists of four 
domains: Parent/Guardian Satisfaction, Parent/Guardian Involvement, Student 
Engagement & Connection, and Belonging. 
 

 
 

Parents/Guardians answer questions using two different scales: Frequency Scale and 
Perception Scale. 

A frequency scale measures the rate at which something occurs. The five-point 
scale is associated with a numerical value in order to find the average response 
to each question and domain. The higher the average, the better the student 
experience.

A perception scale measures how a student feels about a subject. The five-point 
scale is associated with a numerical value in order to find the average response 
to each question and domain.

• Overall, are you satisfied with your child’s school? 
• Would you recommend this school to other parents seeking a place for their
